Congratulations on the purchase of your Samuel Storage Shelf & Bench created by Epoch Design, LLC. This bench has been crafted to the

highest standards of quality.

You will find that the assembly on this particular piece is quite simple.
Decide where you want to hang the shelving unit on the wall keeping in mind that the bench should be centered below it. The height
at which you mount it is completely up to you. A good approximate height for most applications is between 70”and 80" from the floor
to the top of the wall shelf.
In most houses the wall framing is 16” on center. This should allow you to mount the wooden bracket into three studs using the three
3"wood screws provided. Find the studs using a stud finder or tapping on the wall the old fashion way because the unit is heavy, 3
screws are required to fasten the bracket to the wall.

NOTE: : If you are mounting the shelving unit on a narrow wall and you want it to be centered but the studs do not line up for you,

you have a safe 5-6" you can slide the shelving unit on the wooden bracket either way to make it centered. The wooden bracket is
shorter than the shelving unit for this purpose. In most cases this will work.
